Our camp experience encourages our core values of caring, honesty, respect and
responsibility by recognizing these qualities in our campers. On a daily basis, our
counselors highlight examples of campers helping build our community and
leading with values by awarding character-based “Camp Champs” Character Award
bracelets.

Celebrating Character
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Swim Lessons and Water Safety Included!
Y campers enjoy both recreational “free swim” and swim instruction from
“America’s Swim Instructor.” No matter where your child starts, they will feel
proud of their growth and confidence in the water by the end of camp!

On the first day of each week, children will be evaluated to determine their
swim level for pool access. Campers will be assigned color-coded necklaces
indicating their pool access (deep, shallow, shallow w/ lifejacket).
Each week, we will send home a “Camper Card” so you can see your child’s
progress.

Note: Stepping Stones Summer Program is the only camp that does not include
swim lessons and instead engages in water play (e.g. sprinklers, water tables, etc.).

The MetroWest YMCA offers need-based program scholarships so that all kids have the opportunity to
experience camp. This assistance is made possible by generous donations to our Annual Campaign.

Deposit: A $50 non-refundable deposit per week, per child is required at registration. Buses, extended day, and lunch
must be paid at the time of registration.
Installment Plan: June camps (weeks 1, 2) due May 15. July camps (weeks 3, 4, 5, 6) due June 15. August camps
(weeks 7, 8, 9, closing) due July 15.
Transfers: Deposits can be transferred to other camp programs until April 1, after which deposits are non-transferable.
Cancellation Deadline: May 31. After this date, no refunds, credits, or transfers will be issued, and camp balances must
be paid according to the installation plan.
Changes or Transfers: Requests must be made in writing via email by May 31. No phone requests accepted.
Membership Requirements: Membership must remain active for the full duration of camp attendance to qualify for
member rates. Inactive memberships will incur non-member rates.
Late Payments: A $15 fee applies if payment is one week late. Unpaid balances may result in unenrollment. All prior
balances must be cleared before registering.
Insufficient Funds: Our credit card processing company (E-Card) will charge a $20 non-refundable draft decline fee for
insufficient funds.
Waitlist Policy: If you are on a waitlist, you will not be charged until a spot becomes available. Email the Business
Manager to learn your spot on the list. Waitlisting for specialty camps does not reserve a spot in traditional camps. Open
spots require full tuition upon enrollment, and transfers are penalty-free.
